
Placing a bet

To place a bet, you will need a "betting slip". There are three 
types of betting slip – green, red and blue. Green slip can be 
used to place all types of bets, and are therefore most conve-
nient for those without betting experience.

Please see “How to Bet” for information on different types of bet 
and instructions on using betting slips. 
“How to Bet” is distributed at all racecourses.

“How to Bet” is available in English, Korean and Chinese 
(both traditional and simplified characters).
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Cut-off time 
for placing bets is 

two minutes before
the post time.

Placing a bet is easy when you use 
the automatic vending machines.
Just insert your money and betting slips.

If the marks on the slips are un-
clear (e.g. marks crossing into 
neighboring sections or those 
which are circled) the machine 
cannot  read  them.  Luminous 
pens and oil-based pens that 
mark through to the other side 
may also cause errors.
